Letter from the Board President: 
 

Dear Friends of White Center Food Bank, 

 
2008 was a busy year at the White Center Food Bank.  As the 

economy weakened, the number of people seeking food assis-

tance grew.  Many newly unemployed families showed up, 

shocked and embarrassed that they needed emergency food to 

supplement savings and unemployment insurance.  Young 

families, sometimes working two or three part-time jobs, also 

found themselves short of food at the end of the month. 

 The White Center staff and volunteers more than met the 

challenges of these trying times.  When severe winter weather 

threatened to close the Food Bank, a plea on the West Seattle 

Blog brought out volunteers on foot and in four-wheeled vehi-

cles allowing us to stay open.  Staff slept at the Food Bank to 

make sure that those families who could get through the snow 

had food for the Christmas holidays. 

 2008 WCFB Highlights: 

The WCFB served a record number of families, 17403, 

almost 900,000 pounds food. 

Because the number of clients is up dramatically and 

donate food has not kept up, the Food Bank spent more 

money from its budget for food. 

Donations of potatoes, apples, and onions from several 

Eastern Washington farmers were a welcome addition to 

our Thanksgiving and Christmas holiday food services. 

Even in the weak economy, private money donations 

were up, reflecting the White Center community’s com-

mitment to fighting hunger. 

The Board improved both its financial reports and inter-

nal financial controls. 

Volunteer support has been outstanding 

  

The challenges faced in 2008 will grow in the new year.  We 

plan to begin a Saturday serve for working families who can-

not make it during the week.  We have budgeted more money 

in 2009 for food purchase to supplement tight supplies of 

donated food.  We will continue to support efforts to increase 

local food production and to find sources of fresh local pro-

duce for our clients.  Again, The Food Bank thrives because of 

its volunteers.  Please join us in reducing hunger in our com-

munity.

In 2008 the White Center Food 
Bank: 
 
Provided enough food for 61,258 individuals. 
23,711 were children under the age of 18, and 
7,910 were senior citizens. 
 
Our volunteers served 13,170 hours and 
helped distribute 917,165 pounds of food. 
 
For every dollar raised in 2008, we were able 
to provide 3.85 meals. 
 
We provided enough food for 11 meals each 
time an individual visited the food bank. 
 
For every dollar raised, we collected and dis-
tributed 3.28 pounds of food. 
 
Our cost per pound of food last year was 21
